From the Manager’s Desk

The new members have asked about the “Club Charge” that is added to the
checks for food and beverage purchases. Other clubs refer to this as a “service
charge” or a “surcharge”. Many members have asked if the staff receive this as
a “tip”. They do not.

Wait-staff in a regular restaurant essentially work for tips and a wage similar
to what our staff is paid. But our staff does work that waiters in restaurants
would never do; making salads, set-up and tear-down for parties, furniture
moving, window cleaning, etc. We have to schedule multiple wait-staff even if
very few members come in. We try to keep a high-quality wait-staff by paying
a competitive hourly wage. The “Club Charge” pays a portion of these wages
and other club costs. A gratuity that is added by the member is anticipated
and appreciated.
